Pony (14U) Ground Rules
PONY Softball for Girls rules and regulations will apply unless specifically modified by the

following stated rules.
The home field will provide 2 PONY registered umpires at least 18 years

The home team will provide the official scorekeeper. 
The visiting team will provide an assistant scorekeeper. (scoreboard operator)
Pony games will be one hour and fifteen minutes, or 7 innings
In Pony, there will 6 runs per inning 
If a game is tied at the end of the time limit or after the innings are played, one additional inning will be played. This inning will use the International tiebreaker rules. (last out of previous inning on 2nd base, 3-2 count on batter)
The Lineup will list each girls on the roster in a batting sequence and each girl will bat in turn even though she may not occupy a defensive position in that inning. A player arriving late may be added to the bottom of the team’s lineup.

Each player must play a minimum of 3 defensive outs per game.

Fifteen minutes after the starting time is considered forfeit time. 
All teams will be able to start with eight (8) players, teams will NOT take an out for the 9th batter.

Metal Cleats are not allowed
